 Five years ago in 2006, the elders of Dover Baptist Church, began praying 
that in the next ten years God would raise up five couples or five individuals to 
leave the comfort of their church family here at DBC and go onto the mission 
field in full-time Christian service. As soon as Rick and Ruth Odess complete 
their support discovery God will have placed four out of five couples on the 
field of service. Who will be next? That is the question that we need to ask 
ourselves.  
 You see, it is not always the other person that God is speaking to…He 
may want to break the news to you that it is your heart that He is speaking to. 
Almost every time I happen to bring this subject up people get very nervous 
and quickly change the subject. Why do people do that? I honestly think it’s 
because they are afraid that God is going to send them someplace 
uncomfortable, unknowable, unpronounceable and far, far away from the 
comfort of their home, church and family. I can’t say that God doesn’t work 
that way because we have all read stories of how God reached out and 
radically changed someone’s life this way. But, what I do know is that when 
your heart is given to the Lord and you trust Him for your future; He is going to 
use you. Whether it is here among friends or whether it is upon a field of 
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service you have only thought 
about. 
 One of the couples that have 
heeded the Holy Spirit’s leading in 
their life for full time ministry is the 
Eisner family. It wasn’t easy for 
them to leave their families and go 
to a country quite different from their 
own. But when you follow God’s 
leading He smoothes many of the 
roadblocks and speed bumps out of 
the way. Did you notice that I didn’t 
say God would smooth out every 
difficulty? That may be a growth 
point in your life that He wants to 
address. Perhaps God has been 
speaking to you, but you’ve been 
putting Him off. You don’t want to 
deal with changes, moving makes 
you heartsick or you have just said 
“no” to God regarding His direction 
for your life? Stop kicking against 
God’s direction for your life and 
listen. Just listen.  
 As many know, Ken and Joy are 
presently serving in Guatemala at 
the Chr i st i an Academ y of 
Guatemala. Ken and Joy are quite 
involved in the activities of this 
school along with their three young 
daughters, Abigail, Emma, and 
Sara. 
 If you want to be “in the know,” 
on First Wednesday, January 4th, 
the Eisner’s will share God’s work in 
their personal lives and their work at 
the academy. I, for one, want to 
hear how God has stretched their 
faith and enabled them to continue 
on in His service in Guatemala. 
After a delicious meal and dessert 
we will hear how Ken, Joy and the 
girls are walking with God in this 
Central American culture.  
 We can help those preparing our 
feast and let them know precisely 
how many of you will be there by 
signing up this Sunday. One of the 
most exciting things I see 
happening is that you would come 
learn how God has worked in the 
lives of Ken and Joy and see – and 
explore what God may have in store 
for you. This is your opportunity to 
listen. By listening to how God has 
changed the lives of those we love, 
He could change ours. 

Happy New Day! 
 
 The bringing in of the new year for many of us brings in a host of 
declarations, resolutions, and vows to change, fix, or enhance our lives. 
Some are serious, some are for fun, some we know we will break before 
the day is over, some we try to nurture and make last for a few weeks 
(diet! workout! spend an hour in prayer every day! volunteer at a 
shelter!). For myself, I find that my resolutions usually are dead failures 
by the time Valentine’s Day rolls around. Maybe (probably!) that is the 
result of a lack of discipline on my part but while long-term goals are 
admirable and at times necessary, the Bible speaks much more clearly 
about daily living rather than long term planning.  
 In the book of James the author states “Now listen, you who say, 
‘Today or tomorrow we will go to this or that city, spend a year there, 
carry on business and make money.’ Why, you do not even know what 
will happen tomorrow. What is your life? You are a mist that appears for 
a little while and then vanishes.” (James 4:13-14)  James goes on to say 
that we should only make plans with respect to God’s will in our lives.  
James point is not that our lives are meaningless (a vanishing mist) but 
that our focus shouldn’t be on our long-term desires but on daily living for 
God. 
 Jesus, also, reminded his disciples not to put their focus on physical 
wants and needs but rather to “seek first his kingdom and his 
righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. 
Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about 
itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own.” (Matt. 6:33-34) Clearly 
Jesus was encouraging his disciples not to be as concerned about the 
future as about how they were living each and every day. 
 Having said this, I am still making a New Year’s Resolution! It is to 
wake up each day ready to worship, serve, and honor God in whatever 
way that manifests itself for that day. Some days that might mean an 
hour spent in prayer, some days it might mean volunteering at a shelter, 
some days it might mean showing God’s love to my co-workers or 
vacuuming a rug in the church building, or working with AWANA kids, or 
leading family worship time at home. For each of us this will play out in 
various ways depending on the circumstances God has willed for each 
of us. 
 I don’t know what the year will bring for me and my family. I am, 
however, excited about the journey and knowing that when I am 
“seeking first his kingdom and his righteousness” that I will be able to 
say along with the prophet Jeremiah “Because of the Lord’s great love 
we are not consumed, for his compassions never fail. They are new 
every morning; great is your faithfulness.” (Lam 3:22-23) Happy new day 
to each of you and may you feel the joy of God’s love throughout the 
new year.

                                     CENTRAL & SOUTH AMERICA        

 Overview: 
 “God, gold and glory” 
was the rallying cry of the 
Spaniards who went to 
the New World. 
 God was the motivator 
f o r  m a n y  J e s u i t 
missionaries, and that put 
them in conflict with those 
who came to take the 
gold and enslave those who needed 
God. Spiritism has grown rapidly in 
influence in many countries. The 
divinely ordered convergence in 
Latin America of greater freedom of 
r e l i g i o n ,  m or e  op e n  an d 
accountable democracy, a series of 
military, natural and economic 
disasters which loosened the hold of 
traditional structures enabled many 
to come to Christ. Today there has 
been a rapid growth and maturation 
of missions vision which has 
sparked numerous initiatives to the 
unreached. Among the 22 countries 
in Central and South America, 105 
least-reached peoples remain. 
There are over 300 different people 

groups in Mexico 
s o m e  v e r y 
i s o l a t e d  b y 
language and 
geography. 58 
people groups in 
B r a z i l  a r e 
considered least-
reached, that is 
over 20% of the 

people groups in the country. 
There are nearly 200,000 
Jews in Argentina, their remaining 
least-reached people.

CLAY BALLS 
 
 A man was exploring caves by 
the seashore. In one of the caves 
he found a canvas bag with a bunch 
of hardened clay balls. It was like 
someone had rolled clay balls and 
left them out in the sun to 
bake. They didn't look like much, but 
they intrigued the man, so he took 
the bag out of the cave with him. As 
he strolled along the beach, he 
would throw the clay balls one at a 
time out into the ocean as far as he 
could.   
 He thought little about it, until he 
dropped one of the clay balls and it 
cracked open on a rock  Inside was 
a beautiful, precious stone!  

 Excited, the man started breaking 
open the remaining clay balls. Each 
contained a similar treasure. He 
found thousands of dollars worth of 
jewels in the 20 or so clay balls he 
had left.    
 Then it struck him. He had been 
on the beach a long time. He had 
thrown maybe 50 or 60 of the clay 
balls with their hidden treasure into 
the ocean waves. Instead of 
thousands of dollars in treasure, he 
could have taken home tens of 
thousands, but he had just thrown it 
away!   
 It's like that with people. We look 
at someone, maybe even ourselves, 
and we see the external clay vessel. 
It doesn't look like much from the 
outside. It isn't always beautiful or

sparkling, so we discount it.   
 We see that person as less 
important than someone more 
beautiful or stylish or well known or 
wealthy. But we have not taken the 
time to find the treasure hidden 
inside that person.   
 There is a treasure in each and 
every one of us. If we take the time 
to get to know that person, and if we 
ask God to show us that person the 
way He sees them, then the clay 
begins to peel away and the brilliant 
gem begins to shine forth. 
 May we not come to the end of 
our lives and find out that we have 
thrown away a fortune in friendships 
because the gems were hidden in 
bits of clay. May we see the people 
in our world as God sees them.     
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 Certificate level earns a 
certificate of completion from the US 
Center for World Mission. It is the 
recommended level (over key 
reading) for getting the full impact of 
the course. The instructors are 
fantastic, but about 90% of the 
course is in the text, and at this level 
students are kept accountable to 
read. This level is required by 
several mission sending agencies, 
committees, etc. for candidacy, and 
is required if someone wants to 
coordinate Perspectives in the 
future. The work involves about 2 - 
3 hours reading per week, with 
weekly homework over the reading, 
and a project due at the end of the 
class. 
 Undergraduate credit is roughly 
3-5 hours reading per week, with 
weekly homework over the reading, 
2 exams, and a paper (10-15 
pages) due at the end of the class. 
As with graduate credit, if students 
are planning on transferring credit, it 
is their responsibility to check with 
their advisor to ascertain their 
school's policy on transferring credit 
into their program.- 
 Graduate credit is roughly 5-7 
hours reading per week, with weekly 
quizzes on the reading, 2 exams 
(including several essay questions), 
and a paper (18-20 pages) due at 
the end of the class. Depending on 
the credit-granting school, there 
may be additional work required. As 
with undergraduate credit, if 
students planning on transferring 
credit, it is their responsibility to 
check with their advisor to see 
ascertain their school's policy on 
transferring credit into their 
program. 
 
How much 
does Perspectives cost? 
 F or  Key Readings  and 
Certificate Level, the cost is 
$280.00.  
 For Credit Level, the cost is $575 
and transfers 3 Credit Hours from 
Trinity International University on 
successful completion of the class.  
 

Perspectives Alumni: 
 If you have taken Perspectives 
on the World Christian Movement in 
the past, you can take the course 
again for free. Look for the Alumni - 
Key  Reading opt i on when 
registering. 
 
Why does Perspectives cost so 
much? 
 In reality, the Perspectives 
oourse is a bargain. Each session 
costs a little more than going to a 
movie and popcorn, but offers a far 
b e t t e r  r e t u r n  t h a n  m e r e 
entertainment. You are getting a 
glimpse into the eternal purpose of 
God in a way you will never forget. If 
you look at it in terms of investment 
instead of cost, the value of the 
course will far exceed the money 
invested. 
 The fees for the class are based 
on the travel expenses for speakers, 
administrative costs, costs for class 
books and materials, etc. This is 
necessary to ensure the quality of 
the program. 
 
Is there a payment plan 
for Perspectives? 
 Yes! For Key Readings or 
Certificate Level, you can pay half-
price on the first night, and the 
balance is due 4 weeks later. See 
Loren Schanck or Kim LeFevre for 
more information.  
 
How do I register? 
 All students must register online, 
although they have the choice of 
paying online or in class. Students 
can pre-register or go to the first 
class and register on the spot. Use 
the Find A Class search to find the 
Seacoast Perspectives Class, and 
then register on the class page. See

FindAClass.aspx 
 
Who will teach the classes? 
 Missionaries, ministry experts 
and pastors from all over the US, in 
addition to local missions experts 
and pastors. Our list of scheduled 
i n s t r u c t o r s  i s  p o s t e d  o n 
the 'Schedule' page on the 
Seacoast Perspectives web site. 

Will childcare be provided? 
 Yes! Free childcare is available. 
Contact Loren Schanck or Kim

Where will the classes be held? 
 Seacoast Perspectives will be 
held at Dover Baptist Church, 
Monday evenings from 6:00 to 9:00 
pm, beginning January 23rd, 2012  
 
How often do classes meet? 
 Check your class schedule (go 
to 'Schedule') to see the dates and 
times for your class. Most classes 
are held once a week for 15 weeks, 
plus an additional week or two for a 
break or special activity.  
 
What happens if I can't attend the 
class one week? 
 You will miss out on an 
outstanding speaker and fellowship 
with your classmates!
